Thank you for your request for information from the Florida Natural Areas Inventory (FNAI). We have 
compiled the following information for your project area. 

Project: Frank Butler Park 

Date Received: March 11, 2010 

Location: St. Johns County 

Element Occurrences 
A search of our maps and database indicates that currently we have several Element Occurrences 
mapped within the vicinity of the study area (see enclosed map and element occurrence table). 
Please be advised that a lack of element occurrences in the FNAI database is not a sufficient 
indication of the absence of rare or endangered species on a site. 

The Element Occurrences data layer includes occurrences of rare species and natural 
communities. The map legend indicates that some element occurrences occur in the general 
vicinity of the label point. This may be due to lack of precision of the source data, or an element 
that occurs over an extended area (such as a wide ranging species or large natural community) . 
For animals and plants, Element Occurrences generally refer to more than a casual sighting, they 
usually indicate a viable population of the species. Note that some element occurrences 
represent historically documented observations which may no longer be extant. Extirpated 
element occurrences will be marked with an 'X' following the occurrence label on the enclosed 
map. 

Likely and Potential Rare Species 
In addition to documented occurrences, other rare species and natural communities may be identified 
on or near the site based on habitat models and species range models (see enclosed Biodiversity 
Matrix Report). These species should be taken into consideration in field surveys, land management, 
and impact avoidance and mitigation. 

FNAI habitat models indicate areas, which based on land cover type, offer suitable habitat for one 
or more rare species that is known to occur in the vicinity. Habitat models have been developed 
for approximately 300 of the rarest species tracked by the Inventory, including all federally listed 
species. 

FNAI species range models indicate areas that are within the known or predicted range ofa 
species, based on climate variables, soils, vegetation, and/or slope. Species range models have 
been developed for approximately 340 species, including all federally listed species.

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The FNAI Biodiversity Matrix Geodatabase compiles Documented, Likely, and Potential species 
and natural communities for each square mile Matrix Unit statewide. 

Managed Areas 
Portions of the site appear to be located within the Guana Tolomato Matanzas Estuarine Research 
Reserve, managed by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Office of Coastal and 
Aquatic Managed Areas. 

The Managed Areas data layer shows public and privately managed conservation lands 
throughout the state. Federal, state, local, and privately managed conservation lands are 
included. 

The Inventory always recommends that professionals familiar with Florida's flora and fauna should 
conduct a site-specific survey to determine the current presence or absence of rare, threatened, or 
endangered species. 

Please visit www.fnai.org/trackinglist.cfm for county or statewide element occurrence distributions and 
links to more element information. 

The database maintained by the Florida Natural Areas Inventory is the single most comprehensive 
source of information available on the locations of rare species and other significant ecological 
resources. However, the data are not always based on comprehensive or site-specific field surveys. 
Therefore, this information should not be regarded as a final statement on the biological resources of 
the site being considered, nor should it be substituted for on-site surveys. Inventory data are 
designed for the purposes of conservation planning and scientific research, and are not intended for 
use as the primary criteria for regulatory decisions.

Frank Butler Park West consists primarily of low and high saltmarsh along the ICW and is undergoing a transition from a marsh dominated by smooth chord grass (Spatina alternaflora) and black needle rush (Juncus roemerianus) to a mangrove forest with both black mangroves (Avicennia germinans) and red mangroves (Rhizophora mangle) increasing in presence on site. Other native vegetation in the marsh habitat include, salt bush (Baccharis halimifolia), sea oxeye (Borrichia frutescens), southern red cedar (Juniperus silicicola). 

There are also areas of coastal strand on both sections on the east and west side of A1A. Both sides of the property have minor invasive species issues that will need to be monitored and treated. 	32: This site will be utilized as a public park. The park is accessible from A1A. Both the east and west sides of the park have a parking lot to facilitate visitation. The site also provides beach access via a beach walkover and ICW access via a boat ramp and floating dock.  
	33: Not Applicable 
	34: At this time there is no new development planned on the site, however, we have and will continue to maintain and upgrade facilities available to the public. During any activity that may contaminate water or cause soil erosion proper actions including but not limited to silt fencing and temporary berms may be installed. There is a stretch of shoreline that was severely eroding due to parking lot run off, a temporary berm has been installed, which has slowed the flow of water and minimized erosion, a long term shoreline restoration project is currently being evaluated. 
	35: All areas surrounding the park have zoned designations and future land uses for various levels of residential, most of which has already been fully developed. At this time there does not appear to be any conflict with this type of land use adjacent to the park. 
	36: Staff routinely monitors the site for invasive species. A large scale treatment was conducted in 2019 for Brazilian pepper on the western side of the property as a part of the FWC Uplands Management Program. We currently have known occurrences of Brazilian pepper and asparagus fern, both category I species on the FLEPPC list. Where infestations are limited to a few individuals internal staff will appropriately treat, should any infestations become larger the treatment may be contracted out. 
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	38: 
	39: At this time no arthropod control plan has been established for this property. Anastasia Mosquito Control oversees arthropod management of this area. This park is included in a larger survey area that encompasses all of Anastasia Island. Should it be necessary a mosquito control technician treats any standing water on the property using BPI treatment. Due to the location of the park the sea breezes tend to keep mosquito problems minimal.  
	Habitat restoration and improvement Description: The site has several areas of historic mosquito ditching that could provide a potential opportunity for restoration, however, these areas have adapted to having the ditches present. Currently the ditches provide a flourishing marsh ecosystem with many species present. The ditches appear to have regular flow and is routinely flushed by the tide. At this time it is staff's recommendation that the area be monitored and should the health of this ecosystem decline a restoration may be considered. 
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
