               Using the Florida DEP FTP website (public access)

The DEP FTP website provides a way for the public and DEP employees to exchange files too large for 


email (11+ MB). The public may upload files to an “incoming” area from which DEP employees may 


retrieve them, and DEP employees may place them in an “outgoing” area from which the public may 


retrieve them. This is a free service available to anyone with an active Internet connection. 


 


You may use Windows Explorer, Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox (with FireFTP add-on) or any of the 


many free FTP clients available on the Internet to access the site.  


 


 To receive documents from a DEP employee: 


 


1. Open Windows Explorer, My Computer, web browser or FTP client. 


 


2. Go to ftp://ftp.dep.state.fl.us/pub/outgoing or to the folder you were directed to by the DEP 


staff. 


 If using Internet Explorer, Click Page, and then click Open FTP Site in Windows 


Explorer. If this option isn’t available, see Appendix 1 which is on page 3. 


 


 
 


3. Once you have connected to the FTP site, you can then copy and paste, or drag and drop files 


from the FTP Site window to your computer. When all files are copied, simply close the FTP 


window and you’re done.
