STATE REMEDIATION EQUIPMENT OWNERSHIP TRANSFER AGREEMENT 
(Other Than Funding Cap Transition or SRFA)

This Agreement is entered into by and between the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (hereinafter “the DEP”), whose address is 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, and _______________________________________________ (hereinafter “the {Responsible Party” [RP] OR Property Owner”}) whose address is: _______________________________________ for the eligible petroleum discharge(s) at Facility Name: ____________________________________

WHEREAS, the existing State-owned remediation equipment is no longer needed to address the cleanup of the discharge(s) that has occurred at the above referenced facility.
WHEREAS, the {RP OR Property Owner} and the DEP (Hereinafter “the Parties”) desire to enter into an Agreement to transfer ownership of the remediation equipment to the {RP OR Property Owner}.
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to derived herefrom, the Parties do hereby agree to the below provisions, covenants and representations.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.  The DEP and {NAME of RP OR Property Owner} acknowledge that there is a remediation system located at {ADDRESS of equipment which may or may not also be the source property address} that was installed for the purpose of remediating the above referenced discharge(s). 

2.  The remediation system consists of primarily {describe all major components of the system with Department property numbers if applicable} and associated piping, fencing and other components (“equipment”).

3.  The equipment was purchased in whole or in part, with funds from the Florida Inland Protection Trust Fund (“IPTF”) pursuant to Sections 376.3071(4) and 376.20711, Florida Statutes (“F.S.”).  The purpose of the equipment is to clean up the above referenced petroleum contamination discharge that is eligible for a state funded clean up.  

4.  The purpose of the IPTF and associated eligibility programs is to promptly investigate, assess, remediate and restore contaminated sites in an efficient and cost–effective manner.  See Sections 376.3071(2) and (4), F.S. 

6.  It is in the best interest of the State that the {RP OR Property Owner} take over full possession and ownership of the equipment.  The acquisition/transfer fee payable directly to the DEP for previously purchased state-owned equipment shall be based on the current market value (if any) using a 5-year useful life from the date of installation prorated at a 20% reduction in purchase price at system installation and startup followed by a reduction of 16% per year (1.33% per month) of use thereafter for the next 5 years.  If the {RP OR Property Owner} paid a percentage of the original remediation equipment cost, then the acquisition/transfer fee shall be further prorated accordingly.  

7.  The {RP OR Property Owner} specified amount for direct payment to the Department for the acquisition/transfer of ownership of the remediation equipment outlined in this agreement will be $______________.  

8.  The DEP hereby transfers responsibility for and ownership of the equipment where is and as is, and further makes no warranties, express or implied, as to the effectiveness, fitness to remediate the discharge, or merchantability of the equipment.  

9.  The {RP OR Property Owner} shall insure that the equipment, including associated piping, fencing and other components is ultimately properly removed and disposed of in accordance with all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations.

10.  The {RP OR Property Owner} hereby accepts possession of the equipment including all responsibility and liability for the equipment.

OTHER PROVISIONS

It is agreed that this Agreement will be effective upon execution of the Agreement by the Parties and receipt of the amount specified in paragraph 7 by the DEP. 

CERTIFICATION

It is hereby declared that the undersigned, under penalty of perjury, certifies that they have the legal authority to negotiate and execute this Agreement and that they have read and understand all the terms and conditions of this Agreement, including any and all exhibits or attachments to this Agreement.
