Certifier: A Certifier can enter, save, edit, certify and submit reports
to the Department. There must be at least one approved certifier.
The role is approved by the facility’s Duly Authorized Representative
and requires a PIN.

NO Duly Authorized Representative (DAR): DAR requests are approved
by the Department. The role of the DAR is to approve Certifier
STOP requests in EzDMR from persons associated with their facility.
