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Wildlife Exhibit Area - Several of the habitat buildings need to be renovated or expanded. The habitats also need to be raised to
mitigate flooding. A bear rehabilitation facility should also be constructed.

Underwater Observatory - Renovate the Fishbowl to improve ADA accessibility. Replacement of the air conditioning unit should be
considered to provide more space.

West Entrance - Reconfigure the park entrance to reduce congestion and improve visitor flow. Implement traffic control measures

Visitor Center/East Entrance - Renovate visitor center as well as boathouse and pontoon boats. Reconfigure the park entrance to
improve flow. Remove the commercial storage building and build a new one in a more optimal location.
Tramway - Highlight the “Mullet Train” with well-developed interpretation. Widen shoulder to delineate a pedestrian walkway.
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Above-Ground Manatee Treatment Pool - Formalize spring-fed manatee handling pool as the primary treatment area.
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Park Shoreline Erosion - Coordinate with adjacent aquatic preserve/FWC for improved management of boating access.

Park Boundary  Enforcement - Coordinate with FWC and local law enforcement to eliminate vagrant camping.
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
