OVERVIEW: Enviroscape 
models provide an 
interactive lesson that 
simplifes complex 
environmental science issues. Students will be able to observe interactions of precipitation with 
various land use practices. This lesson also provides for discussions of sustainable land use practices, 
allowing students to develop numerous environmental scenarios and pollution control solutions. 

OBJECTIVES: 
The student will: 
• Understand the interactions of precipitation on various land use practices. 
• Differentiate between point and nonpoint source pollution. 
• Utilize solution-based creative thinking skills to implement sustainable land use practices. 
• Develop scenarios and pollution control solutions, testing their sustainable land use practice 

hypothesis on the model. 
• Recognize why land management strategies are an important conservation issue.
