Program was created pursuant to s.
260.0145, F.S.

The program, called TRAIL-GO, was

established to assist local governments
with costs associated with the operation
and maintenance of trails within the
Florida Greenways and Trails System.
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Local Trail Management Grant Program

Grant funds may only be used for the
operations and maintenance of trails
located within the Florida Greenways and
Trails System.

Eligible expenditures include, but are not
limited to:
o Purchase of equipment and capital
assets
o Repairs to ensure safety
o Maintenance

Grant funds may not be used for the
planning, design or construction of trails.
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Examples of Eligible Projects

* Mowing, sweeping and blowing trails

* Pruning and removal of trees and limbs
 Trash/debris collection

 Cleaning culverts to keep swales clear

Local Trail Management Grant Program

DEP will give priority to each of the
following:

* Alocal government that provides cost
share, except for trails within fiscally
constrained counties or rural areas of
opportunity.

Trails within fiscally constrained
counties or rural areas of opportunity.

Trails within the Florida Wildlife Corridor
as defined in s. 259.1055, F.S.




Northwest: Calhoun, Franklin, Gadsden, Gulf,
Holmes, Jackson, Liberty, Wakulla and
Washington counties; the area within the city
limits of Freeport; and Walton County north of
the Choctawhatchee Bay and intercoastal

waterway.

North Central: Baker, Bradford, Columbia,
Dixie, Gilchrist, Hamilton, Jefferson, Lafayette,
Levy, Madison, Putnam, Suwannee, Taylor and
Union counties.

South Central: DeSoto, Glades, Hardee,
Hendry, Highlands and Okeechobee counties;
and the cities of Pahokee, Belle Glade, South
Bay and Immokalee.




Signed into law by Governor DeSantis
in July 2021, the Florida Wildlife
Corridor is a designated network of
nearly 18 million acres of connected
lands that creates critical linkages for

wildlife habitat.

The Florida Wildlife Corridor continues
the decades of work that recognizes
landscape-scale conservation as a way
to address habitat loss and

ragmentation across the state.

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Local Trail Management Grant Program

TRAIL-GO receives $4 million annually
contingent upon legislative appropriation.

Applications will be accepted on a first
come, first served basis; however, those
applications meeting the priority criteria
will be considered first.

Individual applications are limited to a
request amount of $200,000.

A local government may receive multiple
grant awards per application cycle.

The TRAIL-GO application cycle will be open from August 1-31, 2024.

The TRAIL-GO grant application portal will go live at approximately 8 a.m. EDT
on August 1, 2024.

The TRAIL-GO application portal will not accept any applications submitted
after 5 p.m. EDT on August 31, 2024.
