Asbestos Abatement Program

To protect human health and safety, the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) administers
Florida’s asbestos abatement program that minimize the release of asbestos fibers during the abatement,
remediation, handling and disposal of asbestos-containing materials.

About the Program

The primary focus of the asbestos abatement program is on work practice standards to minimize emissions from
asbestos-containing materials during demolition and renovation of commercial, public, residential buildings. The program
also requires the proper transportation and disposal of regulated asbestos-containing materials. If not part of a larger
project, residential buildings with four or fewer dwelling units and single-family homes are excluded from program
requirements. Additional guidance on residential exemptions can be found here or by contacting local asbestos
abatement compliance staff prior to starting renovation or demolition activities.
